Fr Peter’s Message
Is It Ever Worth It?

Everyone seems angry about something these days. Be it politics, traffic snarls,
high prices or just everyone else who does not agree with my opinion, anger
seems to be the default position.

Although teenagers often think they have a monopoly on anger, | believe it is
equally shared across the generations. Often presenting as frustration or lack of
patience, jealousy or resentment, the symptoms are still the same — someone
or something is responsible for me not feeling happy. Contented relaxed or in
control and watch out if you are standing in my way when | can’t hold it in any
longer.

No doubt, there are many valid reasons for the anger, but the resolution of frus-
tration and connection between the cause and the result, often seem to be a
long way out of balance. Clearly, we live in a world of high expectations, exces-
sive choices and serious demands on our time, but the cost of meeting those
expectations and accessing those choices seems to be a short fuse and lack of
control, which is proving to be too expensive a price to pay for a moderate out-
come.

There are many types of therapies and exercises available might help a bit in
bringing down the tension. Many people are meeting with a therapist or going to
yoga retreats hoping to bring a little relief to their angry existence. Prayer
seems to be a well-proven remedy, if only you can get into a peaceful state to
pray meaningfully, without letting the focus of the anger overwhelm you.

The Buddhist monk, Thich Nhat Hahn has written about how our denial of im-
permanence is what makes anger and resentment possible. We think we have
unlimited time, and therefore the luxury of being mad at someone, or furthering
some feud. “If we spend twenty four hours being angry at our beloved,” he
wrote, “it is because we are ignorant of impermanence.”

Let every thought be the thought of a dying man, the Stoics say, over and over
again. A dying person doesn’t have twenty four hours to be angry. A person
who realizes how fragile life is doesn’t take chances in saying things they’ll have
to apologize for—because they know they might not get to. We can waste a
great deal of time waiting for the other person to apologise, only to discover that
we are the ones who have at least half of the control, half of the ability to bring
matters to a conclusion, one way or another.

There are many reasons to be a good person, but perhaps the best one might
be the fact that this could be your very last opportunity. Do the nice thing now—
not later. Don’'t hang onto anger you know you’re going to let go of later—let go
of it right this second. Don’t contribute to some tit-for-tat argument that you
know you’ll both acknowledge was a mistake at the end—stop it now.

We don’t have the luxury. Life is impermanent...but this moment isn’t.

FIRST READING: Exodus 24:3-8

Moses went and told the people all the commands of
the Lord and all the ordinances. In answer, all the
people said with one voice, 'We will observe all the
commands that the Lord has decreed.’

Moses put all the commands of the Lord into writing,
and early next morning he built an altar at the foot of
the mountain, with twelve standing-stones for the
twelve tribes of Israel. Then he directed certain young
Israelites to offer holocausts and to immolate bullocks
to the Lord as communion sacrifices.

Half of the blood Moses took up and put into basins,
the other half he cast on the altar. And taking the Book
of the Covenant he read it to the listening people, and
they said, 'We will observe all that the Lord has
decreed; we will obey.'

Then Moses took the blood and cast it towards the
people. 'This' he said 'is the blood of the Covenant that
the Lord has made with you, containing all these rules.'

RESPONSORIAL PSALM:

SECOND READING: Hebrews 9:11-15

Now Christ has come, as the high priest of all the
blessings which were to come. He has passed through
the greater, the more perfect tent, which is better than
one made by men's hands because it is not of this
created order; and he has entered the sanctuary once
and for all, taking with him not the blood of goats and
bull calves, but his own blood, having won an eternal
redemption for us. The blood of goats and bulls and the
ashes of a heifer are sprinkled on those who have
incurred defilement and they restore the holiness of their
outward lives; how much more effectively the blood of
Christ, who offered himself as the perfect sacrifice

to God through the eternal Spirit, can purify our inner self from
dead actions so that we do our service to the living God.

He brings a new covenant, as the mediator, only so that the
people who were called to an eternal inheritance may actually
receive what was promised: his death took place to cancel the
sins that infringed the earlier covenant.

GOSPEL: Mark 14:12-16, 22-26

This is my body. This is my blood. .

On the first day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover lamb
was sacrificed, his disciples said to Jesus, "Where do you want
us to go and make the preparations for you to eat the
passover?' So he sent two of his disciples, saying to them, 'Go
into the city and you will meet a man carrying a pitcher of
water. Follow him, and say to the owner of the house which he
enters, "The Master says: Where is my dining room in which |
can eat the passover with my disciples?" He will show you a
large upper room furnished with couches, all prepared. Make
the preparations for us there.' The disciples set out and went to
the city and found everything as he had told them, and
prepared the Passover.

And as they were eating he took some bread, and when he
said the blessing he broke it and gave it to them. 'Take it,' he
said 'this is my body.' Then he took a cup, and when he had
returned thanks he gave it to them, and all drank from it, and
he said to them, 'This is my blood, the blood of the covenant,
which is to be poured out for many. | tell you solemnly, | shall
not drink any more wine until the day | drink the new wine in
the kingdom of God.'

After psalms had been sung they left for the Mount of Olives.
